With the further development of
VIEW |, the field of view for the ob-
server is widened considerably. For
this purpose, the display scope of the
installation is now arranged in a hor-
izontally pivoting position. With that,
not only is the information content for
this instrument increased, rather also
the quality of entertainment. Seeing
and searching develops into a new
dimension, because a further sector
of the landscape provides the senses
with animated information and reali-
ty through direct superimposing.

As for the static construction — VIEW |
— the user also looks through an il-
lustrated transparent mask onto a
sector of the landscape, but which in
this case has a viewing range up to
the equivalent of 150°.

On this curved mask, lettering, mark-
ings or areas can be freely and accu-
rately placed in any colour and de-
sign. You can determine the contents
and scope yourself.

Furthermore, the movable display
scope has a bearing mark in the visu-
al range, which when pivoted shows
the exact position of the landscape
feature highlighted in the mask.

The mask itself is manufactured from
a UV-resistant and robust plastic. In-
stallation has been made as simple
as possible, so that if required, any
replacement is simple to manage.

The entire construction is very solid
and designed in hot-dipped galve-
nized steel, and can therefore be po-
sitioned at climatically rough loca-
tions. The floor anchoring is carried
out using a mounting plate, which is
directly positioned into a concrete
base.
